John discussed a policy for handling the cash for the Society’s fundraising events.  He reviewed a process that was developed by Janice Leighton-Boudreau.  Kathy Yeo made a checklist of steps to take when handling the cash at events.  The checklist can be utilized at each event to ensure that the process is followed.
